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TERMS OF REFERENCE FOR MEETINGS OF THE TRUSTEES

Purpose:

The Trustees  make decisions on the overall running of the Society. They also appoint Directors to its Subsidiary Company.

Application of the General Rules:

The Society’s General Rules for Committees apply in full to meetings of the Trustees.  

Powers & Objectives:

The  trustees  make  decisions  on running of the Charity for the benefit of the members, and  oversees the Educational Objective of the Charity.

They also takes the final decision on membership after any decision is taken by the Members Discipline Committee.
The Trustees take financial decisions on behalf of the Society 

Membership:

Membership shall consist  of the Trustees elected by the members at the Annual General Meeting, together with Trustees appointed under the provisions of Section 45 of the Articles of Association. It can also co-opt further Trustees, if required, to further the Charities objective up to the 12 permitted in the Articles of Association.

Chairmanship:
