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TERMS OF REFERENCE FOR THE MEMBERS DISCIPLINE  SUB-COMMITTEE  

Purpose:

The Members Discipline Committee shall deal with all disciplinary matters concerning a member and any reapplications for membership.

Application of the General Rules:
The Society’s General Rules for Subcommittees apply in full.  

Powers & Objectives:

The  Members Discipline Committee exists  to  make  decisions  when a members acts in a manner contrary to that required under the membership protocol.

The Committee will also make decisions on reapplications for membership from people whose membership has been terminated.

Membership:

Membership shall consist  of  the representative of each society group  representing them on the GCC and the  membership secretary.

If  the membership secretary is a groups GCC representative the alternative representative for that group shall attend

Chairmanship:
The Committee shall elect the  Chair at each meeting of the Committee.
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
